PHOTO ID OF PROOF OF ELIGIBILITY MUST BE 
PRESENTED TO THE DRIVER FOR ALL REDUCED 
FARE PURCHASES AND RIDES. A Reduced Fare ID 
card may be purchased at KWDoT for $5.00 - MUST 
bring proof of eligibility. Children 5 and under ride free 
with a paying adult. 
 
REDUCED SERVICE 
Red and Orange routes DO NOT operate on reduced 
service days - Sundays, Memorial Day, 4th of July, and 
Labor Day.   There is NO bus service on Thanksgiving, 
Christmas Day, and New Year’s Day.

RULES OF OPERATION 
 
1. SAFETY, HEALTH, AND SECURITY are our primary concerns.   
 
2. Drivers are NOT permitted to talk with passengers when the vehicle is moving.   
 
3. Drivers are NOT allowed to operate vehicles with passengers in front of the 

forward STANDEE line. 
 
4.   Eating, drinking, smoking, loud conversation and profanity are NOT permitted in 

the vehicle.    
 
5. Passengers must remain seated or securely holding stanchion bars until vehicle 

STOPS.    
 
6. Passengers must be courteous to drivers, AND drivers must be courteous to 

passengers. 
 
7.   Passengers MUST pay the proper fare as outlined in the rider handbook and bus 

schedule.  Reduced fares are available with proper photo ID card only.   
 
8.  Passengers are permitted one (1) full route trip per fare paid.    
 
9. Service is provided  ONLY at designated bus stops (signs or shelters). 
 
10. Video buttons are located on the farebox near the driver that will trigger the 

camera system to record an event.  Passengers are encouraged to use this 
button if there is an emergency event aboard the bus or a dispute with a driver. 

 
11. Passengers are allowed carry on items that do not exceed 18” X 36” X 16” (lap 

size) and may be held in the passenger’s lap or secured at the front of the bus in 
designated stowage areas based on availability, or under the passenger seat.  
Exceptions apply to infant & child devices – all to be folded and properly secured 
under passenger seat or wheelchair tie down area, and approved ADA devices.  
This will be determined by the size, type, and bus driver’s discretion relative to 
safety.  

 
12. Children under 10 MUST be accompanied by a fare paying passenger over the 

age of 14.  Children under 5 receive FREE service with a fare paying 
passenger over the age of 14. 

 
13. Please allow your children to sit on your lap if the bus is full and others are forced 

to stand. 
 
14. Animals are prohibited on buses except as noted and registered as disability 

assistance animals. Exceptions are allowed for lap size domesticated animals 
(bird, cat or other pet) that are properly contained in a carrying case and being 
transported for a necessary trip.  The behavior of the animal is the sole 
responsibility of the owner.   

 
15. City of Key West reserves the right to refuse service based on safety, health, or 

security threats.
